Go to PhET Simulator.
1.  Click to open the simulator.
2.  Click the “many collisions” tab.
3. Note the reaction you are observing (located on the bottom of the screen).
4. Look at the graph representing the reaction on the side of the screen. Is the reaction exothermic or endothermic?
5. In the box labeled “current amounts”, enter 10 for A and 10 for BC. Watch for 30 seconds and observe the amount of products formed.
6. Increase the temperature of the reaction so that the total average energy is above the energy level of the products but below the activation energy. 
7. Repeat step 5. 
8. Raise the temperature above the activation energy.
9. Repeat step 5. 
10. What did you notice about the rate of formation of products between the three temperatures?
